Introduction 

Data quantities in companies and 
organizations are forever 
increasing. Access to this 
information must be simple, 
consistent and structured, thereby 
removing confusion and ambiguity. 
The net result is access to the 
right information at the right time, 
ultimately increasing efficiency, 
productivity and profitability. 

What is i-Portal? 

i-Portal is the i-Seven product 
used to provide consistent 
information access. This 
information can be in Lotus Notes 
applications and external data 
sources. i-Portal can also be used 
to disseminate news and other 
relevant information. It can even 
perform automatic replication, 
thereby ensuring the availability of 
up-to-date information. 

Conformity yet flexibility for 
users 

i-Portal applies a common 
interface that optimizes data 
access. It removes the need for 
each application user to configure 
their workspace, and it does this 
while still providing a degree of 
configurability. 

Users view their information as a 
set of clickable links. These are 
categorized on frame-based 
tabbed pages. 

Some links are common for all 
users, for example: 

 Mail 

 Personal calendar 

 Group calendar 

 Employee handbook 

 Corporate guidelines 

Also, a user’s often-used links can 
be added to a dedicated favorites 
section. They maintain this section 
themselves. 

Links that are common to all users 
are placed in a button bar. This 
makes them always available, 
irrespective of the tabbed pages 
that are displayed. All this speeds-
up data access and information 
availability. 

Supervision and communication 
for managers 

Department managers can easily 
disseminate information directly to 
user portals. For example, 
information can appear as 
headlines and news items. In 
coordination with the system 
administrator, managers can 
specify which databases, URLs, files 
and folders are to be shared. All 
this is achieved by using the 
standard i-Portal user roles. 

Manageability and control for 
administrators 

i-Portal allows system 
administrators to apply consistency 
across all user installations. 

 

This includes: 

 Database replication 

 Lotus Notes client time 
settings 

 Application design 
refreshing 

 Agent execution 

These can be executed singly 
or as groups of functions. The 
result is greater user-
consistency, less user-specific 
support and ultimately time 
and money savings. 

 

A complete package 

i-Portal is delivered as a 
complete functional database. 
The database is simply added 
to the user’s Lotus Notes client 
workspace, opened and used.
